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La Ferme Basque de Charlevoix (St-Urbain)   
Located at the foot steps of the Parc des Grands Jardins, in the village of St Urbain, 
the Ferme Basque de Charlevoix is specialized in a small scale production of 
Mulard foie gras ducks. When visiting the farm, you will learn about traditional 
methods of duck breeding and «gavage». The traditional methods respect the 
animals' well-being and guarantee authentic products that you will have the chance 
to taste.. During your activity, you will visit the farm, get to know more about the 
methods and finally taste the high end products as foie gras.  
 
 
 
 
 

Laiterie Charlevoix (Baie St-Paul)  
An interpretation centre on cheese making illustrates the process, exhibits historic 
equipment and allows visitors to sample products. Our main activity is a wine and 
local cheese tasting accompanied with some specific products of Charlevoix as 
Emu, smoke fish (salmon, trout), the famous veal of Charlevoix and much more.
